A company under the name of “Crime 
Research UK” is ringing local households.
They are pretending to be working with 
the Police. 

They claim that you have been “selected”
for a “free” alarm system. Both 
statements are lies. A little bit of research 
shows that there have been many 
complaints received about this company 
and an associated company called SAS 
Fire & Security. Please have nothing to do 
with these companies. If they telephone 
you, tell them you already have one or 
that you aren’t interested. Never give 
them any personal information at all.

This advice holds good for ALL “cold 
calls,” by phone or on the doorstep It is 
not a technique that reputable 
businesses use.
